“I was hoping you would ask me that.”

David Locklear is Native American of
Robeson County and a sophomore at
NABC. While talking he mentioned that it
was “hard for a non-Indian to minister to
an Indian.” | wanted to know why.

“Indian people have a bad history with
whites and blacks. The first settlers
brought Christ, but tried to change Indi-
an culture.” For instance, “the boarding
schools were often run by missionaries
and pastors.” At the boarding schools
the Native students were forced to look
like the whites running the schools. They
experienced sexual and physical abuse
from the hands of priests and ministers.
It was a very rough experience.”

The boarding schools were prominent
from app 1900-1950. They were an
attempt to eradicate Native culture.
Native children were forced from their
homes into these school. At the schools
they were not allowed to speak their own
language, wear traditional clothing, wear
their hair long, or dance and play tradi-
tional Native music. Real violence was
done to Native culture and families. |
recently discovered that the policy of
beating Mohawk children for speaking
Mohawk at school occurred right into the
1970s. The hurts of history are not far
away for Native Americans and are ongo-
ing today in many ways.

What did David think of this word?
He states, “I left it alone. | went out
and got totally drunk. | was hung-
over all day, but was amazed at
what had been said to me.
